This is
a valuabile skill for writers.

Think about how you might build a story from an idea about a lost puppy. Ask yourself
the following questions and consider the answers:

= What? A puppy got lost.

= Whan? When did he get lost?

= Whare? Where was he last seen?

= Who?'Who are the people (and puppy} in this story?

= Why? Why did the puppy get lost? Did someone kave the gate of the fenced yard
open?

= How? How was he found?

Using these guestions will help you to expand your idea and build it into a story. The
answers to each question lead naturally imto more ideas and more questions. The
questions serve as a blueprint that will guide you to building a story.

Exercise 1.5 Brainstorming via a Word Web

Creating a word web can help you identify, expand, and develop ideas for writing. 'Write
the topic *School Lundhroom® in the middle of a blank paper. {f you wish, choose a
topic of your own.)

Think about ideas related to the school lunchroom. You might think of ideas such as
the following: noisy, fun, mystery food, recess, seeing friends, talking with friends, not
much time to eat, and so on. Write the ideas down. Use a line to connect ideas that
stemn from other ideas. Write quickly and do not pause to think about ideas now. The
goal of brainstorming is to uncower as many related ideas as possible and expand the
original idea.

When you are done, review the ideas you write down. Some of the ideas on the
word web will probably not be used in writing, but others will. Sometimes a web will
lead to an entirely new idea that may then lead to a new web and more new ideas for
writing.

Mot ewvery writer uses word webs for the dewelopment of ideas, but mamy
dio. Brainstormed word webs can help you expand ideas into fresh possibilities for
writing.
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Rescarching is yet smather way yoo min develop ideas for writing. Along with
traditional print soonees, the Intemet prowides writzn with resoones for finding
mirrmatiom oo conmtlen pEs. Before the dewelopment of the Intemet, writers
pftzn kad o comdurt hours of rescarch 1o find information oo some topas. Fven
then, they might oot be able in fod what they needed. Thday, wrilen afien fnd 5a
much infrmation,

Althoogh the Intzmet can be helpful for devdoping writing Erpios, anyoar @
post infirmation oo the Winrld Wide Weh Nt all of the information yoo will Gnod
will be correct ar useful. Th redure the chanes of fiding ivvalid deta, reecanch
reputsble ftzs, which incdode the sites of gorvemment ageacies, major orgamizations,
axnd univermitics. Fortumately, mamy of the best sites pfien are listed firet when domg
a wcarch.

In thew cathminm o complets ther writmg, many shudenty take their sdeas and
want ta begin wriling immediairly The result 35 almoat aherays the inme: the writ-
exs fmish picces that ave disgunized. Even worse, the pieces require s much revi-
siem that the writers do not knowr where i stk As 2 result, they do nat do moch
wrilem.

Exercise 1.6 Basic Organization for Nonfiction

Think about this smple form for structure,

= Opening: Cne or two paragraphs
= Body: One, two, three, or more paragraphs
= Closing: One paragraph

The opening should introduce the topic and the problem or situation the writing is
about. The body, which may be one paragraph, several paragraphs, or several pages
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lomg, provides information, examples, and details. The closing imdudes a final point, or
a brief summary of the main ideas expressed in the body.

Find an example of this form in your reading book, social studies book, or science
text. It is best to use an artide for this activity, as the structure for fiction may not be as
clear.

Identify the opening of the artide; them the body, including the paragraphs that make
it up; and finally, the dosing. Most nonfiction follows this format. Look for this form in
the articles you read.

3. Proofread the piece twio or three times. It is likely that eadh time you will find a few
mizre minor eprors. Only when mo more errors are found is proofreading done.

This might b= a previously completed
piece or a piece that you hawe just finished. Proofread the piece with care amd
concentration.

Follow the suggestions above whenewver proofreading your work. With practice and
experience, you will eventually develop your own methods for proofreading.
