WHAT IS IELTS?

IELTS, the Intemational English Language Testing System, & an English language proficiency
exam that tests listening, reading, writing, and speaking skills. There are over 1,000 test cen-
ters in more than 140 countriesamund the world. Over 9,000 organiza tion s, including unive r-
sities, government agencies, and private companies, accept IELTS test scores.

The e are two version s of the test—Academic and General Tminin g. The Academic wersion
is for students who want to pursue a university education inan English-speaking country. The
Genem| Training test i for people who need to demonstrate English language pmofidency for
work, tmining programs, secondary education, or immigration to certain countries.

HOW TO USE THIS BOOK

This book will help you prepame for the writing section of the IELTS test whether you am plan-
ning to take the Academic or the General Tmining version.

You will also leam to complete your responses within the
time limits of the test.
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When you respond to the IELTS writing tasks, you must write cleady, coherently, and cor-
rectly. The next three chapters of this book will help yvou do that They will help vou develop
skills you will need for both the Academic and Geneml Training versions of the test.

In the Coherence and Cobeslon chapter, vou will prmactice organizing your writing and
connecting your ideas. In the Lexdcal RBesource chapter, yvou will leam how to develop your
vocabulary and use it correctly. In the Grammatical Renge and Acouracy chapter, you will
review grammar niles and practice applying them to your writing.

Haalthcare (15%) and clothing (12%)
together took up over one fourth of the budget, while the smallest amounts
ware for transportation (5%) and other expensas (3% ).

The Eastem Eeaglon has a slightly more even distdbution among the different
products than the Western Eagion does. In the Eastem Eegion, the top two
products are meat, making up 35% of total agricultural production, and dairy,
making up 30% of the total. Vegetables account for 20% and grain for 1% of
agricultural production in that region.

In the Western Eegion, the top two producte—grain and meat—account for
80% of the total agricultural production. Dairy makes up 15% of the total, while
vegetables are only 5% of agricultural production in that part of the country.

Each region has a different approach to agricultural production. In the Eastem
Region, it is distributed among different products, while in the Western Eegion, it
is concentrated more haavily on two different types of product.
